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Located in Clarksdale, Mississippi, the 
legendary birthplace of the blues, the 
Delta Blues Museum maintains infor-
mation and artifacts relevant to the 
history and significance of the blues.

The  following information is provided 
by Joni Mayberry, an Assistant Mu-
seum Director of the DBM, who will be 
here for the Benefit:  

The Delta Blues Museum in Clarks-
dale, Mississippi. was established in  
February of 1979 by the Carnegie Lib-            

brary Board of Trustees for the pur-
pose of collecting, preserving and 
making accessible to the public infor-
mation, programs and related services 
concerning the history and significance 
of the blues. What began as a 12 ft. 
table top display in the Myrtle Hall 
branch of the library has today grown 
into a separate entity owned by the 
City of Clarksdale, governed by a five-
member Board of Trustees and oper-
ated by Director, Shelley Ritter, Inter-
pretation Specialist Maie Smith, and a 
small but mighty staff of two full-time 
and four part-time employees.   

The museum is currently housed in the 
former freight depot in the heart of 
historic downtown Clarksdale and is 
open to the public 9 am-5 pm (March-
October) and 10 am - 5 pm 
(November-February) Monday through 
Saturday, closed most holidays and 
Sundays. Admission is $7.00 for 
adults, but Blues Society/The Blues 
Foundation members can receive half-
off with proof of current membership. 
Discounts for students and senior 
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
